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Do you know Oda Tokito? Yes, he is the wheelchair tennis player. He took part in
the Paris 2024 Paralympic Games and won the gold medal in the singles tournament
and the silver medal in the doubles tournament. At the age of 18, he became the
youngest gold medalist in this sport in Paralympic history. Actually, his parents
named him Tokito from the image of the Arc de Triomphe in Paris. He said that he was
born to win the gold medal, so he was very happy to become the gold medalist in this
Paris Paralympic Games.

Oda had a dream of becoming a professional soccer player when he was a small child.
, he had to give up this dream because of cancer. He was shocked. While he
was in hospital, he saw wheelchair tennis player Kunieda Shingo in an online video.
He was so impressed by Kunieda’s skills that ( ® ). He worked hard on a
rehabilitation program with his new dream of becoming a professional tennis player.

Oda began to play wheelchair tennis when he was 10 years old. He quickly
developed his skills. In June 2023, at the age of 17, he won the French Open final and
became the youngest man to win a Grand Slam wheelchair singles tournament. Then
he won another Grand Slam tournament, Wimbledon, the next month. , he
also became the winner of the Australian Open and the French Open the next year.

@ Oda’s strength comes from practice. He practices for three hours every day. He

continues doing the same practice for a long time, so he can check his progress by
himself.

By playing wheelchair tennis, Oda is giving hope to children suffering from serious
diseases. He wants to make wheelchair tennis more popular. He also wants to be a
